500 Years Later: The Small Catechism for Today 

The year 2017 marks the international observance of the 500th anniversary of the Reforma-
tion. In honor of that anniversary, our midweek Lenten series will be built around Martin  
[ǳǘƘŜǊΩǎ Small Catechism. The Small Catechism was designed as a teaching tool of the faith, 
not just within the church but in the home. To that end Luther created the Small Cate-

the sacraments. He included basic prayers for morning and evening, and suggested ways to 
worship, praise, and revere God during each part of our day. 

Within the worship setting of Holden Evening Prayer, area pastors will join us each week to reflect on a      
particular article of faith in the Catechism. Following the Wednesday night service, they will be present for 
conversation at the adult education time (except on Ash Wednesday). 

Lent begins with Ash Wednesday on March 1. So, dust off your Small Catechism, mark your calendar and 
look for more information to come.

Exchange, a Fair Trade Company and a percentage of our purchase goes to    
Lutheran World Relief.  Thus, when you support Fair Trade you are helping 
farmers and producers earn a fair wage enabling them to better support their families and communi-
ties plus support the endeavors of Lutheran World Relief.   

We have several coffees available in whole bean, drip grind and single serve cups.  Regular and

Building Team Report - January 3, 2017  
The Grace Building Team has met with Eric Oleson, our architect (from Oleson & Hobbie Architects), two times in 
December to share and discuss our priorities for Graceôs building project. 

Making the entry and narthex larger, more welcoming, and purposeful for coffee/fellowship is a top priority. A sec-
ond priority includes moving offices upstairs and creating an accessible ADA bathroom (ADA=American Disabilities 
Act) on the first floor.  

Initial plans show an addition on the front of the church with a new entrance facing the parking lot. However, no de-
sign is finalized. The Building Team will meet with Mr. Oleson 2-3 more times in January with the hope of sharing a 
final plan with the congregation in February (this is a change from taking place during the Annual Congregational 
Meeting in January).  

A third priority is creating a multi-use chapel that can accommodate various uses and meeting areas. And again, 
technology improvements are needed (wi-fi, projectors, audio, servers, etc.) and will require further discussion 
based upon specific needs and locations as potential conference room(s) and fellowship hall (basement) plans are 
determined.  

Roger Hintz and Mark Holmgren are the Team co-chairs. Other members of the team include Deb Knutson, Larry 
Dunker, Molly Yunkers, and Scott Wilson. Mark Szybnski is acting Church Council Liaison.
